Bilingual reading: two translations of the same verse, side by side.
Your notes, synced across iPhone, Android, and the web.
A concordance search across Scripture, connected to the rest of your study.
	Where it runs
iOS, Android, and the web, in approved markets. The interface is available in six languages. This guide covers the web edition.

Step 1
Open the Web App
Go to bible.miraseed.app, or open miraseed.app and choose MiraSeed Bible → Web. The web app launches in your browser — nothing to install. (On a phone, download from the App Store or Google Play.)

Step 2
Select a Verse
Open any chapter. Verses appear in two languages side by side — for example English (KJV) and 和合本. Press and hold a verse, such as Romans 8:28, to bring up the verse menu.

Romans 8 in bilingual view — press and hold a verse to select it.


Step 3
Open AI Commentary
From the verse menu — Add Note, View Commentary, Listen from Here, Copy Verse — choose View Commentary. MiraSeed Bible generates a structured commentary for that verse. (AI commentary needs an internet connection.)

Step 4
Ask Follow-up Questions
After reading the commentary, type a follow-up in the box at the bottom — for example, “How can all things work together for good?” — and send. You can ask up to three follow-ups per verse.

	Tip — reply in any language
Ask in plain language, and switch the reply’s language any time: “Can you explain it in English?” / “请用中文回答。”





Step 5
Save to Notes
When you see “Follow-ups complete ✓,” the full study — commentary, key terms, traditions, and your follow-up Q&A — is ready. Tap the + button to save it to your notes.

Follow-ups complete — tap + to save the study to your notes.


Step 6
Open Your Notes
Open the Notes tab. Your saved study appears at the top, organized by verse and date. Notes sync across your devices automatically.

Step 7
Review a Note
Open a note to see the full study: overview, historical context, key terms, theological significance, classic views, application, suggested reading, related Scriptures, and your follow-up Q&A. To share it, tap the Share/Export icon.

Step 8
Export as PDF or Word
Choose a format — Plain Text (.txt) for email, PDF (.pdf) for printing or teaching, or Word/RTF (.rtf) for editing. The file downloads to your computer, ready to print, share, or hand out.

Export options — choose PDF for print, or Word/RTF to edit.
	Made to print and edit
Exports open cleanly in Pages and Word, so a leader can print the study or adapt it for a class.





Step 9
Concordance — Search & Jump
Open Search — the Concordance. Type a word or theme, say faith, and MiraSeed Bible lists every occurrence across Scripture with the word highlighted (for example, “faith” — 338 occurrences). Tap any result to jump straight to that passage, where you can open AI commentary or save it to your notes — then return to your search with one tap.

to ultimately benefit those who love Him and are called according to His divine plan. It highlights the purposeful nature

of God's work in the lives of believers, transforming every event into a means of their spiritual growth and eternal good.
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primary function of the Law (Mosaic Law) is to reveal sin (Rom 3:20), making people aware of their sinful nature
and their need for a Redeemer. The Law itself cannot justify, but Christ's coming and His obedience fulfill the
righteousness required for our justification (Rom 5:18-19; 8:3-4).

- Abraham as an Example (W {HHIFAIFERE): Paul extensively discusses how Abraham was counted righteous by

God "through faith" (Rom 4). This demonstrates that the principle of "justification by faith" existed even during
the Old Testament period, and Abraham is the spiritual father of all believers (whether Jewish or Gentile). This
powerfully links the New Testament Gospel with the Old Testament covenant.

- Continuity and Expansion of Covenants (BB£9RIIELES5H &): Romans reveals that God's redemptive plan for

Israel did not end but was extended to the Gentiles through Christ. God's faithfulness to Israel and His
covenants (Rom 9-11) are crucial for understanding this process, showing God's faithfulness throughout
salvation history and the inclusionary nature of the new covenant.

- Fulfillment of "Signs" ( “#iF” BIRLE): Many events, figures, and institutions in the Old Testament, such as

the sacrificial system and the exodus, are presented in Romans as foreshadowing or types pointing to Christ
and His redemptive work. Christ is the ultimate fulfillment of these Old Testament realities.
